1. Time and Location 
 

The ceremony is being held in the Grand Hall of the Canadian Museum of Civilization located 
at 100 Laurier in Hull on Friday, June 11, 2010. 
 
Graduates are asked to arrive at 5 p.m. in order to be fitted for a gown and to take a group 
picture at the museum.  The photographer will be taking the picture at 5:30, so please leave 
time to be prepared.

2. The Ceremony 
 

Graduates are organized alphabetically by program of study for the Grand March.  During the 
ceremony itself, students will be presented individually by the Academic Dean and she will 
announce any career/educational plans you may have.   

 
3. Parking 
 

Graduates and guests may choose to park in the underground parking at the Canadian Museum 
of Civilization or in the surrounding area.  The Museum parking costs a flat $5.00 fee AFTER 
6:00 p.m.  Before 6:00 p.m. you will be charged the regular rate up to a maximum of $10.00 for 
the evening.  Enter the museum underground parking and obtain a parking ticket.  Bring your 
parking ticket with you into the Museum.  When you are ready to leave, you can go to a pay-
on-foot terminal to pay for parking — two units are located inside near the doors to the parking. 
Once you have paid for parking, the pay-on-foot issues a proof-of-payment voucher to use 
when you exit the parking.
